From I84 – Nampa- 12th Ave S ( Hwy 45) to Hwy 78  - East about 22 miles 

Go past mile marker 41 – before mile marker 42 
Turn Left off Hwy 78 onto Rye Patch Rd 
(@ “T” go right) about 3 miles from Hwy 78 to camp gravel
